Area and Perimeter
The area of a figure is the total space within it.  The perimeter is the total length of its borders.

The area of a rectangle is the length times the width.  Its perimeter is the sum of all the sides, or 2 times the length plus two times the width.


The area of a square is the side times the side, or the side squared.  Its perimeter is the sum of all the sides, or 4 times the side.
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The area of a circle is pi times the square of the radius.  Its perimeter is two times pi times the radius.  Pi is the symbol for the special constant that measures the ratio of the circumference to the radius.  It is approximately equal to 3.14.
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
