Solving linear equations by graphing
To find a common solution between two linear equations, graph the equations and identify the point at which they cross.  If the lines are parallel (same slope, different y-intercepts), they have no solution because they never cross.  If the lines are identical (same slope, same y-intercept), they have infinite solutions because all the points on the common line satisfy both equations.
