Types of triangles
Right triangle:  Has one right (90 degree) angle.  The sizes of the sides follow the Pythagorean Theorem:

 (the square of the hypotenuse c is equal to the sum of the squares of the other two sides a and b).

The side (leg) and the angle opposite from it use the same letter.
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Isosceles triangle:  Two of the sides are the same length.
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Equilateral triangle:  All three sides are the same length.
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Area of a triangle = 1/2 (base)(height), where the base is the longest side and the height is the line perpendicular (in right angle) to the base that connects to its opposite angle.
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
